REGULATION
on the Directorate for Interaction with Government Authorities, 

Public Relations Development and Regional Policy
1. General
1.1. The Directorate for Interaction with Government Authorities, Public Relations Development and Regional Policy (hereafter referred to as the Directorate) forms a structural unit of the not-for-profit organization “Foundation for Development of the Centre of Research and Commercialization of New Technologies” (hereafter referred to as the Foundation). 

1.2. The Directorate’s activity is governed by Federal Law No. 244-FZ of September 28, 2010, On the Innovation Centre Skolkovo, Federal Law No. 243-FZ of September 28, 2010, On Amending Certain Legislative Acts of the Russian Federation in Connection with Adoption of the Federal Law on the Innovation Centre Skolkovo, the Charter of the Foundation, Mandate of the not-for-profit organization “Foundation for Development of the Centre of Research and Commercialization of New Technologies” for performing the functions of the management company, decisions of the Board of Trustees and other boards of the Foundation, orders and other normative documents of the Foundation and this Regulation.

2. Goals, Primary Objectives and Functions
2.1. The Directorate’s goals are as follows:

2.1.1. To reduce the administrative burden on participants of Skolkovo.

2.1.2. To ensure integration of Skolkovo projects into state and corporate science and technology development and innovation development programs.

2.1.3. To build systems for public support of activity and decisions of the Foundation.

2.2. The Directorate’s primary objectives are as follows:

2.2.1. To ensure interaction with government authorities, their regional and foreign representatives and authorities of constituents of the Russian Federation.

2.2.2. To coordinate and analyze performance efficiency of structural units of the Foundation in interaction with government authorities and authorities of constituents of the Russian Federation.

2.2.3. To ensure interaction with public associations and organizations.
2.2.4. To ensure interaction with global government and public organizations and associations.

2.2.5. To assist structural units of the Foundation in attraction of potential participants of the innovation centre Skolkovo.

2.2.6. To build public recognition (reputation) of the Foundation.

2.2.7. To manage the formation of life and professional aims of representatives of target audiences at long-term work in the innovation centre Skolkovo and to monitor the level of interested reception of work at Skolkovo by public members.

2.3. In compliance with the imposed objectives, the Directorate performs the following functions:

2.3.1. Analysis, forecasting and monitoring of state science and technology development and innovation development programs at the international, national and regional levels.

2.3.2. Preparation and contribution of suggestions on amendments to laws on innovation activity.

2.3.3. Interaction with government authorities, institutes for development and public associations and organizations in formation and implementation of state innovation policy.

2.3.4. Arrangement of preparation of information and analytical materials on issues referred to the Directorate’s objectives for management of the Foundation.

2.3.5. Organization of making agreements between the Foundation and government authorities, authorities of constituents of the Russian Federation and public associations and organizations; monitoring, control and analysis of the efficiency of their performance.

2.3.6. Ensuring organizational and technical support and methodical support for activity of the Foundation’s Board of Trustees.

2.3.7. Preparation of suggestions and coordination of activity of the Foundation as to regional aspects of innovation activity development.
2.3.8. Preparation of suggestions of the Foundation and participation in design and implementation of small and medium-sized innovation business development programs initiated by government authorities and authorities of constituents of the Russian Federation.

2.3.9. Preparation of suggestions and coordination of the Foundation’s participation in formation and implementation of technology platforms.

2.3.10. Harmonization of draft documents (including agreements and contracts) prepared by interested structural units of the Foundation and submitted to government authorities. 

2.3.11. Participation in sessions of the Government of the Russian Federation, government commissions, councils, other coordinating and consultative bodies under the Government of the Russian Federation, government authorities and authorities of constituents of the Russian Federation which affect the interests of the Foundation.
2.3.12. Coordination of the Foundation’s efforts to promote and sell innovation commercial products of Skolkovo participants with the use of means of government authorities.

2.3.13. Interaction with global government organizations and non-profit associations of the CIS, EurAsEC, APEC countries, EURECA Program in issues referred to the Directorate’s objectives.

2.3.14. Planning, organization, coordination and analysis of the Foundation’s position at international and Russian conferences and exhibitions.

2.3.15. Coordination of the Foundation’s participation in the state program “E-Government”. 

2.3.16. Organization of public discussions of the Foundation’s decisions.

2.3.17. Organization of handling public appeals by the Foundation. 

2.3.18. Participation in meetings, sessions, research and practice conferences, symposia, exhibitions, seminars and other activities held by government authorities.

3. Rights
The Directorate shall have the right:

3.1. To ask for and receive information and materials from structural units of the Foundation and its branches and subsidiaries that are necessary for the Directorate to fulfill the tasks and objectives imposed on it and to exercise its functions.

3.2. To hold meetings on issues referred to the Directorate’s competence with participation of representatives of government authorities of various levels and representatives of interested units of the Foundation.

3.3. To use accounting, statistical and other statements of the Foundation in accordance with the established procedure in fulfillment of the tasks imposed on the Directorate.

3.4. To maintain official correspondence with organizations and citizens on issues referred to the Directorate’s competence.

3.5. To issue guidance documents (letters, booklets, etc.) within its competence that shall be binding on structural units of the Foundation.

3.6. To participate in meetings and other activities held by government authorities of various levels and structural units of the Foundation.

3.7. To engage all structural units of the Foundation, other organizations, scientists and experts to complete tasks imposed on the Directorate.

3.8. To exercise other powers in compliance with the established competence and orders of the Foundation’s management. 

4. Activity Arrangement
4.1. The Directorate is managed by the Directorate Manager appointed and dismissed by the President of the Foundation at the suggestion of the Vice-President of the Foundation for interaction with government authorities, public relations development and regional policy.

4.3. The Directorate shall carry out its activity in cooperation with other units of the Foundation, its branches and subsidiaries.

4.4. Duties of the Directorate’s employees shall be established in job descriptions approved by the Vice-President of the Foundation for interaction with government authorities, public relations development and regional policy.
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
